Greetings! 
 
God’s blessings to you! Have you ever had it happen that you get an idea in your head and sud-
denly it seems to come up everywhere?  Last year when I decided to have the theme for the year 
be grace, I saw the word everywhere and the topic came up in all kinds of situations. 
 
Well, this year my theme is blessings, and the word seems to be spoken or written all over the 
place.  From Eudine Hupke’s “Blessings” on her cards and letters to a little devotional book I re-
ceived called “Shared Blessings,”  I believe God is reminding me to pay attention to the ways he 
blesses me and others and to be grateful.  (The idea even came into my head when the topic for 
this year’s Women’s Lenten Prayer Breakfasts was chosen: “Moments of Grace,” or experiences of 
God’s blessings in our everyday lives.) 
 
God is blessing us constantly in so many ways.  For example, at a recent Bible Study that I led at 
Greentree Nursing Home, we spent part of our time talking about how God blesses us with his 
creation even on cold, wintry days.    God gives us clear, crisp mornings with blue sky and spar-
kling white snow. The woods in the winter are filled with surprises of the season from the glittering 
icy branches of pine trees to red cardinals and  tiny chickadees.  Plus, cold weather means frozen 
lakes and good ice fishing! 
 
The month of February is a good time to think about the “people blessings” God gives us: friends, 
family, church, community, doctors and medicines, hope, and joy.  No matter how cold it gets or 
how hard the wind blows, God blesses us.  And as we are blessed we can BE blessings to others.  
We can send cards, pick up the phone, say prayers, give our time, talents, and money, sing a 
song, and smile at a stranger.  We can share the Good News.  And we can thank God for all the 
opportunities he gives us to appreciate his blessings, to “bless his holy name forever and forever.”

Here are a few comments from some of the inmates:  
“That was exactly what we needed to hear.”  
“Thanks for not pointing fingers or judging us- the way you shared moved us closer to Christ.”  
“In the past 7 years I’ve seen a lot of groups and bands come through-this was the most I’ve ever seen the 
women engaged.  Please come back again!”    

 
Looking Ahead   
We are super excited for what lies ahead.  This winter and spring we will be busy writing & recording our 
new songs and developing our outreach program.  Plus something else..hmm...oh, yeah, having a baby; 
and Lord willing moving into some more “permanent” housing.    

 
We will also be scheduling our late summer and early fall tours that will take us to more prisons, inner-city 
outreaches, camps and campuses throughout the Midwest and beyond.  We look forward to going back to 
the places & people we have ministered with before and we look forward to seeing the new partnerships 
that will be made.    

 
We hope & pray that your Christmas was a blessed one with family and friends.  We are reminded daily 
how blessed we are to have family and friends like you supporting us to reach the world with the Good 
News of Jesus Christ!

Who wrote the song "Precious Lord"?   You’ll be surprised! 
 
THE BIRTH OF THE HYMN "PRECIOUS LORD" 

 
Back in 1932, I was a fairly new husband. My wife, Nettie and I were living in a little apartment on Chicago 's south side. 
One hot August afternoon I had to go to St. Louis where I was to be the featured soloist at a large revival meeting. I did-
n't want to go; Nettie was in the last month of pregnancy with our first child, but a lot of people were expecting me in St. 
Louis. I kissed Nettie goodbye, clattered downstairs to our Model A and, in a fresh Lake Michigan breeze, chugged out 
of Chicago on Route 66. 
 

However, outside the city, I discovered that in my anxiety at leaving, I had forgotten my music case. I wheeled around 
and headed back. 
 

I found Nettie sleeping peacefully. I hesitated by her bed; something was strongly telling me to stay. But eager to get on 
my way, and not wanting to disturb Nettie, I shrugged off the feeling and quietly slipped out of the room with my music. 
 

The next night, in the steaming St. Louis heat, the crowd called on me to sing again and again. When I finally sat down, 
a messenger boy ran up with a Western Union telegram. I ripped open the envelope.… Pasted on the yellow sheet 
were the words: YOUR WIFE JUST DIED. 
 

People were happily singing and clapping around me, but I could hardly keep from crying out. I rushed to a phone and 
called home. All I could hear on the other end was "Nettie is dead. Nettie is dead.'" 
 

When I got back, I learned that Nettie had given birth to a boy. I swung between grief and joy. Yet that same night, the 
baby died. I buried Nettie and our little boy together, in the same casket. Then I fell apart. For days I closeted myself. I 
felt that God had done me an injustice. I didn't want to serve Him anymore or write gospel songs I just wanted to go 
back to that jazz world I once knew so well. But then, as I hunched alone in that dark apartment those first sad days, I 
thought back to the afternoon I went to St. Louis . Something kept telling me to stay with Nettie. Was that something 
God? Oh, if I had paid more attention to Him that day, I would have stayed and been with Nettie when she died. 
 

From that moment on I vowed to listen more closely to Him. But still I was lost in grief. Everyone was kind to me, espe-
cially one friend. The following Saturday evening he took me up to Maloney's Poro College , a neighborhood music 
school. It was quiet; the late evening sun crept through the curtained windows. 
 

I sat down at the piano, and my hands began to browse over the keys. Something happened to me then. I felt at peace. 
I felt as though I could reach out and touch God. I found myself playing a melody. Once in my head they just seemed to 
fall into place: 'Precious Lord, take my hand, lead me on, let me stand, I am tired, I am weak, I am worn, through the 
storm, through the night, lead me on to the light, take my hand, precious Lord, lead me home.' 
 

The Lord gave me these words and melody, He also healed my spirit. I learned that when we are in our deepest grief, 
when we feel farthest from God, this is when He is closest, and when we are most open to His restoring power. 
 

And so I go on living for God willingly and joyfully, until that day comes when He will take me and gently lead me 
home.  - - - -Tommy Dorsey 
 
Did you know that Tommy Dorsey wrote this song?  (For those too young to know who he is, Tommy Dorsey was a 
well-known band leader in the 1930's and 40's.)  What a wonderful story of how God CAN heal the brokenhearted! 
Think on the message for a while. Beautiful, isn't it?
